- A pitcher who delivers 41 or more pitches in a game cannot play the position of catcher for the remainder of that day.

A player who has played the position of catcher in four or more innings in a game is not eligible to pitch on that
calendar day.

Player Re-entry

Any player who has been removed for a substitute may re-enter the game Starters may re-enter to their original

Protests Playing rule or improper substitution: Must be made before next pitch, play or attempted play.

Mandatory play:
Ineligible pifcher or player:

Must be made before umpires leave the field.
As soon as facts become known, but before either ieams’ next game.
